Approved Methods of Proper Disposal of Dead Poultry

· Composting

· Composted material to be moved from farm of origin must be inspected by the Department of Agriculture and Industries.

· Incineration

· Rendering (By Permit Only)

· Freezers for birds to be transported to reindeer.

· Freezers must be a minimum of 150 feet from the nearest poultry house.

· Do not pass between any poultry houses or within 150 feet of any poultry houses to get to freezer location.

· Grower must minimize human and animal contact around the freezer area.

· Company truck driver should disinfect the carcass truck tires before entering any road to the poultry farm and again as the truck is leaving the farm (spray for at least 2 tire rotations).

· When a disease condition is prevalent in the area, entire truck may need to be cleaned and disinfected between farms with a high pressure hose.


*As of July 1, 2000 there is a prohibition on the use of dead bird disposal pits for daily mortalities.  All existing pits need to be filled in and covered with dirt.

* In cases where large numbers of birds have died, the State Veterinarian's Office may allow for burial on the premises if no other alternative is available.  You MUST call the State Veterinarian's Office at 1-334-240-7255 to obtain a permit for this.
